To become well-informed citizens, students need to have educational objectives to engage with people across a range of languages, histories, traditions, and ways of seeing, to experience people and places that are different and distant from those of their families or home communities, to apply moral reasoning to ethical problems, to understand environmental challenges.

Both the global economy and our diverse society need citizens who understand the languages, traditions, and histories of other cultures as well as their own – all these as a part of their education.
